Financial Agreement Checklist
Please begin gathering the documents listed below, as they pertain to your financial situation. Documentation means copies of account statements and/or other written verification.  Full disclosure of all finances is required by law, and we will need these documents before we can start work on the Child Support Agreement, and/or Property Settlement Agreement.
If you have been living separately without a legal separation document please talk about this with your mediator.  
Please let your mediator know if you are missing any of the documents needed, prior to your next appointment.
This list looks intimidating, but only some of these items will apply to you.

Child Support Agreement

· Prior year tax return with schedules
· Prior year W-2 for each parent  
· 3 most current pay stubs for each parent

· Verification of other income:  public assistance, unemployment, or other
· Verification of health insurance, cost of children’s portion only.  You may need to call your benefits department or insurance company to get the children’s portion.


Property Settlement

Generally, the following documentation is needed as of the date of separation. As an example, if you moved into separate residences on September 1, 2009, all of the bank statements, etc, should be dated August/September 2009.  Please discuss your particular situation with your mediator.

· All documents listed above
· Copies of bank statements, all accounts in either/both names

· Copies of charge card statements in either/both names
· Copies of retirement account statements, pensions, and pension loans, all accounts in either/both names

· Copy of mortgage statements, first, second, and lines of credit
· Appraisals on property owned: homes, other real estate or land- or
· 3 written realtor market analysis reports

· Blue Book value on cars, boats, airplanes, etc

· Loan statements/lease agreements on the items listed above

· Profit/Loss statements & tax returns for businesses owned: sole proprietorships, partnerships, corporations
· Copies of statements for any other money either of you owe, or assets that either of you own.
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
